One of the first lessons of flight is “Fly the Plane”, a simple phrase or is it. I love complex simplicity, dichotomies and conundrums, yin-ing my yang and hip checking my mind from its adult complacency and that phrase does it. 





Preflight is the most important aspect of flight for all practical purposes. It is one aspect with a myriad of questions and answers, many obvious and some hidden, yet each must be visited and found in check. The thoroughness or depth of our preflight is a reflection of our own individual consciousness. Let’s begin.





Ultralight flying is for most pilots, an opportunistic event, with timing being paramount. A day offers each pilot a relative time slot with its own unique flight challenges, whether that preference be morning, afternoon or evening. I can only speak for myself but early morning and evenings are my choices, with evening having preference. Preflight for most of us it begins with finding ourselves within the day realizing we may have the opportunity to fly. Whether triggered by seeing the day’s development, having previously seen the forecast and scouted perspective days or getting a call from another pilot. That sets the first thought in motion. 





Was that thought: 


A quick check of your personal responsibilities to spouse, family and friends, which once again goes to the depth of preflight. This is and often should be a non-issue as a good pilot is always flying. That could mean on the ground checks, i.e., I want to fly so I will create options for that at all times. I will make sure I am prepared, having told my spouse\family\kids I love them, making sure my plane is always flight ready, taking care of personal, family and business issues when flight was not an option 


or


 a totally elimination of that aspect by not even going there?


I guess either works, with that bottom lined, on to the next step.





Physical inspection of the aircraft is the next aspect of preflight with priority and order in any personal preference. Before even touching the aircraft where are you:


Are you the type of pilot that inspected all records, addressed issues that occurred during a previous flight and insured engine and aircraft compliance in non flight hours so all that is required is doing walk around looking at the plane’s stance, posture and overall external condition


or


is this the point where you look at a log book and see, you need to address an issue and then do you walk around?





Either option is ok I guess, as long as they are done prior to hands on inspection.





While walking around the plane during a hands-on inspection do you check for rust, wear, fracture or part tolerance or do you simply reached down and make sure your parts are there and connected properly?





When you start the engine did you notice how many pulls it took, the chokes effectiveness, the sound of the engines firing being balanced, the exhaust color, amount of smoke 


or  


were you just glad it started?





Seat belt, radio check, flight controls, altitude indicator, temperature, ignition system, and all other avionics, did you inspect them and insure they were or at least most of them eliminated before taxiing to the runway. Thereby giving you time to double check a few things while you held short on the runway giving you had time to check traffic


or


is this being done while taxiing or stopping short holding on the runway.





Are you the pilot who takes time look at the airfield see whose hangar is open, whose vehicle is in the lot, chat with the pilots around see who is flying and to where? That really isn’t in the preflight requirements so, is it really necessary?





I guess the balance of all of these things is as varied as the dynamics that drives us and there really is no true right or wrong as long as all the checkpoints are covered in order and completeness.





I guess my point to all of this is: there is a thread or energy, we weave through all of our lives, that thread creates and reflects both the inner to the outer to each other. The phrase “Fly the Plane” is as broad or narrow, colorful or colorless as we, but generally holds commonality to and within all that is our lives.





So, till Zen, may you have great sky, a sound plane and remember always and all ways “Fly the plane”. Oh and “Be safe damn it”.
