To “Air” is Human

Well, it finally happened, I worked my way through the laundry list of items required as part of my annual aircraft inspection (see club website for checklist) and now I’m flying again. Yeah!   





During this process, I rarely find anything “new” to fix or any “ground-able” safety issues but, each year as the aircraft gets older, the number of items on the “Annual Fix It” list grows. 





One of the items on this year’s list was the nose landing gear, which required some touch up paint and lube of the bearing.  The work went fine until re-assembly.  Though the parts could only go together one way, the finished assembly looked somehow different.  However, unable to identify anything specific to change, I figured I was mistaken and chalked it up to “half -heimers” confusion  (as opposed to Alzheimer) and proceeded through a successful and enjoyable test flight of the aircraft.  





The next day Lynn was on-board for her first flight of the season when Jamie signaled a problem and we aborted the takeoff roll.  Jamie also thought the nose gear looked “funny”.  After a series of disassembles, reassembles, and inspections, a bent fork was identified and easily fixed preventing further damage and a possible incident.  





A couple of lessons were relearned from this experience.  First, if something doesn’t seem “right”, take the time the time to figure out “why”.  Fixing a problem before it gets worse is best for the aircraft and the pilot.  Second, at the airfield we are “all our brother’s keepers”.  





Each of us has a responsibility to think and act safely, and to keep each other safe.  Jamie was right to signal his concern and I had an obligation to investigate and address the concern.  Though the specifics of the nose gear were minor, this time the “system” worked and a more serious problem was avoided.  In the future let’s insure that this “system’ continues to work for each of us so all incidents are avoided or stay minor.





Though the desire to “air” is human, don’t forget that “To Err is Human” is also true.  Be on guard that the latter doesn’t endanger the former.
